This whole revelation is achieved through a many sided artistic approach where the relation-ship between art and technology creates a new, revolutionary form of intercommunication. 

The basis and essence of this artistic inspiration is the Greek language itself. 

The sound of words related to Olympic athletics and messages is transformed into pictorial representations, into sound, sculpture, movement, music and film. The entire exhibition is a multi-sided multi-composition of great originality, interest and appeal.
